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Hospital visitors' course: The NIHCA, in conjunction with Edgehill Theological College, Adult Christian Education, plan to run their fifth hospital visitors' course at Edgehill College, Belfast, from Thurs 22nd September to Thurs 1st December (with half-term break on 27th Oct). Each evening will run from 7.30–9.30pm. 
The course fee will be £60 per person. Topics covered include - Why care, Reasons for hospital visitation; Models of Pastoral Care; Communication; Empathy and Silence, Loss histogram, Grief and Loss; Personal & pastoral reflections, Thinking reflectively; Death and Dying; Theology and practice, ethical 
dilemmas; Spiritual Healthcare, Spiritual Pain and Where is God when it hurts. There is also 
opportunity to spend some time visiting with a hospital chaplain.

The course facilitators are Rev Jennifer McWhirter (Secretary NIHCA, & Diocesan 
trainer), Rev Derek Johnston (Director of Training NIHCA & Lead Chaplain Belfast HSC Trust) and Mrs Louise Wilson (Training & Development Officer, Edgehill College).

 

The course is aimed at lay people who are interested in hospital visitation, either within the local church context or within a chaplaincy context, or who already visit hospitals as part of their church responsibilities.

 

All applicants for the course require a letter of approval and recommendation from their minister/pastor/priest prior to commencement. While this course may equip participants as hospital visitors it does not qualify or authorise anyone to do so. Closing date for applications is 31st August. Places are limited so early booking is recommended.
